Once students have completed the challenge they should A
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inform Mr Arundel in the library and he will validate their
record.

The PRC for 2025 officially started on Monday 24t February. From that date students could access
the platform and start registering books they have read.

The challenge conclusion date is now on Friday 19t September 2025. After that day students
can no longer enter books on their record. Al completed challenges will be validated after that date

and certificates issued towards the end of term 4.
